        The words of this Sunday's Gospel offer  two images: salt and light. 
In a world without refrigeration, salt provided a reliable preservative agent. 
In a world without antibiotics, salt was a way to disinfect wounds. Salt also 
provides flavor. In other words, salt has healing properties, is essential for 
life. It does not take much light to dispel darkness.  Jesus says of us, the   
community of Saint Mary Cathedral, "You are the salt of the earth….You 
are the light of the world." In our liturgies we encounter the loving, healing 
presence of the risen Lord. And from our worship we are sent forth out of 
the big wooden doors of the Cathedral into the world. Not to hide, not to 
wait until the next Mass, but bearing the gifts of our presence, sharing our 
story with a world in need of healing, hope, and divine love.

¶ Single godparents must be practicing Catholics living 
according to the norms of the Church. 

¶ Married couples serving as godparents must be       
married by the Catholic Church. 

¶ Parents and godparents must attend a Baptismal      
Preparation class prior to the Baptism. If the class is 
taken in another parish, proof of attendance must be 
presented. 

¶ Godparents must have received all the Sacraments of    
Initiation:  Baptism, First Communion and  

      Confirmation. 
¶ All Baptism documents must be received in the office 

before a Baptism date can be set.
